From The Vicar March 2020

‘Come and See’ is the title given to the Northern Bishops’ Mission in the Diocese of York. This takes 
place from 12th – 15th March and involves around 30 Bishops and their teams coming to each 
Deanery on the York Diocese. We are pleased to be welcoming Bishop John Pritchard, formerly 
Bishop of Oxford, and the writer of many Christian books. As one commentator writes ‘John 
Pritchard writes with characteristic wit and candour as he attempts to get clear in his own mind what 
he believes after 40 years of trying to make faith understandable to others’. This for me is what 
mission is partly about – it’s not necessarily trying to get more people to come to church on Sunday or 
to convert as many as possible, but simply to show by our words and actions what Christianity is all 
about. 

Bishop John will be joined by his wife Wendy; Mrs Gillian Lunn and Revd Andrew Wilson. There 
are many events happening across our Deanery but I would like to draw your attention to the Fish and 
Chip Supper in Hornsea on Saturday 14th March when Bishop John will be answering questions and 
Revd Andy Simpson will be talking about his recent visit to a hospital in Uganda. This is a ticket only 
event so please do book early and invite your non-church friends along to ‘Come and See’ (or eat!).

In fact Come and See should really be renamed come and eat, especially since on the Saturday from 
11.30 -2.00 Bacon Butties and things ‘home-made’ will be available in Withernwick Church. Mrs 
Wendy Pritchard and Mrs Gillian Lunn will be coming along after they have been to Messy Church in 
Aldbrough.

On Sunday 15th March Bishop John will be presiding and preaching at Withernwick at 10.30 – please 
don’t miss this opportunity to hear this inspirational preacher – and invite others.

Of course ‘Come and See’ is a one-off event but the hope is that as we pray about it seeds will be 
sown and more people will be less wary of those of us who profess to call ourselves Christians, and 
who know may well come along to other events that the Church hosts.

With this event happening in Lent this is also a reminder that Easter isn’t that far around the corner 
and we begin Holy Week on April 5th with our now traditional blessing of the Palm Crosses at 10.20 
in Mappleton Car Park. ‘Come and See’ if you haven’t been before. But before that there is Mothering 
Sunday – a chance to say thank you for those who brought us into this world and indeed for our 
churches. I hope to see many of you in Mappleton on that day.
